He studied art at the University of
Stellenbosch (South Africa), Hooge School voor de Kunste
(Utrecht, the Netherlands), the Academy of Art and
Architecture (Prague, the Czech Republic) and the Kent
Institute of Art and Design (Canterbury, England).

Among the many decorations he received are the Jack-
son Pollock-Krasner Foundation grant, a medal of honour
from the South African Academy of Arts and Science, the
Prince Claus grant in Amsterdam. He was nominated for
the Daimler Chrysler award for sculpture in public spaces,
was a finalist for the International Award for Public Art,
established to increase visibility for public art internation-
ally, and won the It’s LIQUID International Contest, First
Edition 2012, in Italy for sculpture and installation. The
Kanna award at the Oudtshoorn Arts Festival for best
visual art projection in a musical collaboration. In 2015
he collaborated to win the ATKV Aartvark award for most
innovative work at the Aardklop Arts Festival in Potchef-
stroom.

He has held numerous solo and group exhibitions over
the past years and his work has been bought by private
and public collectors locally and abroad. Commissioned
work / Residency’s on invitation where done in Korea x 5,

Japan x 3, Belgium x 2, France, USA (Smithsonian Insti-
tute), Turkey, Kenya, Australia, Lithuania, Denmark, Swe-
den, Norway. In 2013 he was asked to be the festival art-
ist at both the Aardklop Arts Festival and the Fjellfestival
in Andelsnes, Norway. Van der Merwe was a member of
the curatorial panel for World Design Capital Cape Town
2014 and is a founding member of Site Specific South
Africa.

as the Namibian War of Independence, became one

She contributed to Carte Blanche - MNet’s
flagship investigative current affairs programme -for ten
years. In 2018, her latest show aimed at the Afrikaans
market, “Daar’s ‘n plek met Coenie”, also received an
award from the ATKV.

Linda remains the first and only Southern African television
producer who has managed to secure an interview with
SpaceX entrepreneur and South African Elon Musk in LA.

This serves to confirm that the LAC collaborated with Linda de Jager from Endgame Media
in creating awareness about poaching and the illegal wildlife trade: the /Gasa animation
created by this entity was uniquely positioned because of its authentic Namibian character
and the fact that it was translated into four Namibian languages.

It became a powerful educational tool in our school outreach programmes as per relevant -
reports. Between 2015 and 2017, the LAC has spoken directly to 7,081 students and 188

teachers with outreach efforts in 29 different schools. The /Gasa dvd was shown in

outreach efforts and proved to be an excellent tool in engaging the hearts and minds of

the children.

For the year 2019 the animation will be used to reach another 450 pupils — or 10 schools
in the Zambesi Region (one of the poaching hotspots in Namibia). We hope to extend the
programme to possibly 15-20 schools in the Zambesi Region in 2020, if funding permits.

In addition, dvds have been given to the coordinator of the Ministry of Environment and
Tourism linked Namibia Environmental Educationalist Network (NEEN) (400 members),
hoping that the coordinator will be in a position to share and recommend the material to
the whole network. Furthermore, Peri Nawa kindergarden in Orwetovweni, Otjiwarongo
(with a dedicated cinema day once a month) and SOS Children’s Village in Ondangwa
have been given the dvd to showcase the series to their pupils.

A long-term success indicator will be if the current efforts to engage authorities to use this
as tool in the National school curriculum bears fruit. The LAC is recommending the usage
of the film/series to Namibia Institute for Educational Development (NIED) in Okahandja.

We wish Mrs de Jager all the best in securing funding for her project and hope to
collaborate further in the future.
